Ako skladatel, klavirista, dirigent a ucitel'hry na klavir bol Johann
Nepomuk Hummel (narodeny roku 1778 v Bratislave) jednou
znajvyraznejsich a najvyznamnejsich osobnosti v dejindch hud-
by na rozhrani obdobia klasicizmu a romantizmu. Uz ako dieta
bol Hummel zndmy svojimi nezvyc¢ajnymi hudobnymi schop-
nostami. Mozart bol tymto ,zdzra¢nym dietatom” tak nadseny,
Ze mu daval hodiny zdarma a dokonca ho nechal byvat vo svo-
jom dome. Do tohto obdobia (1787) spada aj jeho prvy verejny
klavirny koncert v Drézdanoch. Na radu Mozarta podnikli otec
a syn patroc¢nu koncertnu cestu, ktord ich zaviedla az do Danska
a Anglicka. Klavirne koncerty, v ktorych sa Hummel v Londyne
predstavil spolu s Haydnom, sa stali udalostou roka.

Po svojom navrate Hummel rychlo nadobudol povest popred-
ného klaviristu Viedne, kde sa tesil vysokému uznaniu aj ako uci-
tel' hry na klaviri. Post koncertného majstra kapely kniezata Mi-
kuldsa Esterhdzyho v Eisenstadte, ktory zastaval od roku 1804,
predstavoval vyvrcholenie jeho dovtedajsej kariéry.

Roku 1811 sa znovu prestahoval do Vied-
ne, kde navstevoval hodiny kompozicie u G. Albrechtsbergera
a A. Salieriho a vrétil sa k zivotu slobodného umelca.

As a composer, pianist, conductor and piano teacher, Johann
Nepomuk Hummel, born in PreBburg (Bratislava) in 1778, was
.. one of the most briliant and most important personalities of the
period between the classical and the:romantic musicxHummel’s
reputation as an outstanding musician begann in his child years
already. Mozart was so impressed by that Wunderkind that he
decided to give him free piano-lessons and let him 'stay in his
house as a guest. At that time (1787) Hummel gave his first public
performance as a pianist in Dresden. On Mozart’s advice, both
Hummels — father Johannes and son Nepomuk — went for five
years for concert and educational journey leading them as far
as to Denmark or England. Hummel’s concerts with Haydn in
London became , The” social event of that season.

Back in Vienna Hummel became very soon.a master pianistand

one of the most prominent piano teachers in‘town. His appoint- -

ment to a concert master of the orchestra of Nikolaus Prince Es-
terhazy at Eisenstadt in 1804 was the first culmination point of

his career. Hummel worked in Eisenstadt for seven years before

he moved back to Vienna where he took lessons in composition
by Albrechtsberger and Salieri and lived as a freelance artist.-

At that time he intensified his contacts to Beethoven and. con-
solidated his reputation as one of the leading piano virtuosos
in Europe. After three years as director of the royal chapel of
the Court of Wuerttemberg in Stuttgart (1816-1818), he went
to Weimar where he was appointed a Grand Duke’s Director of
music. Here Hummel had much more time for his artistic activi-
ties and so he rested in this town, where (along with Goethe),
he belonged to the most prominent personalities for the rest of
his life. After his death on October 17, 1837 he was buried on the
cemetery-of Weimar.

Hummel’s fame as a piano virtuoso:is due to h|s_extraord|nary

instrumental skills, which made him the father of the romantic
viruoso style. The brillance, richness and clarity of his piano-play-
ing went beyond everything hitherto heard. Moreover, Hummel
was also an excellent improvisator whose enormous gifts were
admired even by Beethoven. All these qualities made him the
most sought after piano teacher. His piano tutor Ausfiihrliche
theoretisch-practische Anweisung zum Piano-Forte-Spiel (1828)
contains valuable explications of his aesthetic ideals concerning
»an elegant and tasteful performance” as well as a new system
of fingering. The quality of Hummel’s piano-playing is directly
reflected in his numerous compositions for piano, which repre-
sent the most important part of his extensive musical oeuvre.
His numerous piano pieces (variations cycles, sonatas, fantasies
a. 0.) are stage up by 18 compositions for piano and orchestra.
Though these compositions are formally rooted in the tradition
of Mozart and Haydn, the piano part with its fine ornaments and
his most effective exploitation of the piano registers indicates
more the forthcoming development especially represented by
Chopin and Liszt. Hummel also wrote concerts for instruments
like bassoon, oboe, mandolin and trumpet, among which the
concerto for trumpet and orchestra became very popular. In
his broad production of chamber music the compositions with
piano are dominating, whereby the piano part plays a leading
role. The Piano septet, Op. 74 (1816) as well as the Piano quin-
tet, Op. 87 (1821) belongs — due to their elaborate themes and
a good balance between the piano and the string-ensemble
- to the most successful compositions of this genre. Besides
instrumental music, which represents the centre of his creative
work, Hummel wrote a considerable amount of religious music
(masses, cantatas, one Te Deum etc.), secular vocal music (can-
tatas, songs and choral music), numerous compositions for the
stage (song plays, operas, monodramas), and last but not least:
ballet and pantomime music. Ever since this part of his oeuvre is
shadowed by his instrumental works Nevertheless, recent there
efforts strive to rediscover them.
